Montana Resolution to Impeach President George W. Bush
and Vice President Richard Cheney

WHEREAS, United States House of Representatives rules allow for setting a federal impeachment in motion by charges transmitted from the legislature of a State or territory (Jefferson's Manual section LIII, 603); and

WHEREAS, The State of Florida and the former territory of Mississippi have established precedent by referring such charges to Congress, which in each case resulted in Congress ordering a Committee to investigate and report on the charges, and which in one case resulted in the impeachment hearings of Judge Charles Swayne of Florida; and

Article #4:

WHEREAS, George W. Bush and Richard Cheney have repeatedly acted to expand the power of a “unitary” executive in violation of the principle of balance of power and the Constitution as the supreme law of the land; they have subverted and violated the principles of US democracy by impeding the legitimate functions of the Judicial and Legislative branches, and voters themselves, and have thereby violated Article II Section 1 and Article II Section 3 of the  Constitution; and

WHEREAS, George W. Bush, and Richard Cheney, through the above actions have denied the citizens of our state of their rights and their safety; now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the legislature of the State of Montana, that our senators and representatives in the United States Congress be, and they are hereby, requested to cause to be instituted in the Congress of the United States proper proceedings for the investigation of the activities of the President George W. Bush and Richard Cheney, to the end that they may be impeached and removed from such office. 

Be it Resolved further, that the Secretary of State of the State of Montana be, and is hereby, instructed to certify to each Senator and Representative in the Congress of the United States, and the Clerk of the House of Representatives, under the great seal of the State of Montana, a copy of this resolution and its adoption by the legislature of the State of Montana. The copies shall be marked with the word "Petition" at the top of the document and contain the authorizing signature of the Secretary of State.
